Flight Profile





We climbed up to our max altitude, which ended up being about FL 580 due to all the turning required for the holding pattern.


The rocket slipped by a half hour, so the new launch time was 22:22:00.  We executed our holding pattern until that time, and then followed the rocket down range for about five minutes.  


We then turned to the south and started to circle back to the plume, waiting to get cleared into the area.  


We into the plume for the first time at FL 584, at 22:32:35.  The plume was dissipating quickly.


We went into the plume again at FL 518, at 22:36:04.


We went into the plume again at FL 452, at 22:39:31.


And the last trip through the plume was at FL 430, at 22:43:28.  


Each pass lasted only a few seconds.


After the last pass, we descended down to FL 430, and saw there was no plume.  Looking above us, there were just a few wisps here and there, that would have long been gone by the time we climbed up to them.


We then RTB’d to COF.





Instrument Failures/Notes/Times 





The nav data recorder worked correctly initially, but right after takeoff, I saw it was counting up from zero.  I reset the nav data and it worked fine the rest of the flight.  PTW was the only instrument on during the nav data recycle.  


As expected, NIRAD fail light was on the entire flight.
